In a recent sermon, we discussed the need fomfelt® of Jesus to engage in intentional activities bhelp
them stay in love with God. We identified somenfooonly referred to as the spiritual disciplinesggtthave
been particularly helpful to Christians over thangand shared our commitment to comment on eattteof
over the next few months. The goal is to give fpicatbits of advice and encouragement as we stave
practice these disciplines together. In the pawtrhonths we’ve discussed meditation, prayer,rfgsstudy,
simplicity, solitude, and submission; this monthlix@nsider the discipline of service.

As we think about service, it is important to drawistinction between self-righteous service and gervice.

In short, we need to draw a distinction betweeroshag to serve and choosing to be a servant.uhd®nice,
but if you're like me, the question becomes, “Hoowde know? How do we know we’re not merely serving
out of guilt or manipulation but truly engagingthre lifestyle of a true servant?” In his book ®@eédion of
Discipline Richard Foster offers a gauge that I've foundesmely helpful in my own life as | seek to evaluate
the motives of my own heart with regard to service:

Self-righteous service is impressed with the “begld’ It is concerned to make impressive gains on
ecclesiastical scoreboards. It enjoys serving wherserving is titanicTrue service finds it almost
impossible to distinguish the small from the largeservice. Where a difference is noted, the true
servant is often drawn to the small service, not dwf false modesty, but because she genuinely sdes
as the more important task. He indiscriminately w&omes all opportunities to serve.

Self-righteous service requires external rewattiaeeds to know that people see and appreciateftbet. It
seeks human applause—with proper religious moddstgurse. True service rests contented in
hiddenness. It does not fear the lights and blaref attention, but it does not seek them either. 8ce it
is living out of a new Center of reference, the dime nod of approval is completely sufficient.

Self-righteous service is highly concerned abostilts. It eagerly waits to see if the person sgwii
reciprocate in kind. It becomes bitter when theules fall below expectationslrue service is free of the
need to calculate results. It delights only in theervice.

Self-righteous service picks and chooses whomngeseSometimes the high and powerful are serveduse
that will ensure a certain advantage. Sometimesothr and defenseless are served because thansilre
a humble imageTrue service is indiscriminate in its ministry. It has heard the command of Jesus to
be the “servant of all” (Mark 9:35).

Self-righteous service is affected by moods andmnghi It can serve only when there is a “feelings¢éove
(“moved by the Spirit” as we say). lll health aadequate sleep controls the desire to sefvae service
ministers simply and faithfully because there is ameed. It knows that the “feeling to serve” can o&n
be a hindrance to true service. The service disdipes the feelings rather than allowing the feelingo
control the service.

Self-righteous service is temporary. It functi@my while the specific acts of service are beieg@rmed.
Having served, it can rest easitue service is a life-style. It acts from ingraired patterns of living. It
springs spontaneously to meet human need.

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Self-righteous service is insensitive. It ins@tsmeeting the need even when to do so would teudése.
It demands the opportunity to helfprue service can withhold the service as freely gserform it. It can
listen with tenderness and patience before actingt can serve by waiting in silence.

Self-righteous service fractures community. Infthal analysis, once all the religious trappings @moved,
it centers in the glorification of the individualrue service builds community. It quietly and
unpretentiously goes about caring for the needs a@ithers. It draws, binds, heals, builds.

This gauge isn’t meant to condemn or to be usedrasunition to judge your fellow believer’'s motivésit
rather, as 2 Cor 13:5 says, it is a call to “exanyiaurselves, to see whether you are in the faait;
yourselves.” So as we seek to explore the dis@pf service, let us ask hard questions aboutmiives

Shirley Erena Murray'’s “Star-ChildThe Faith We Sin@095) is a contemporary hymn for Advent or
Christmas. Despite the word “Christmas” in itgaef, the text is actually more suited to Advehs structure
is wonderfully simple, with verses consisting obghmostly two-word images describing both the ld/sr
children as well as the coming Christ child, withefrain expressing the hope that everyone alive wi
experience the coming of Christ this year. EaalBesbegins with paired images followed by a short
description:

1. “Star-Child, earth-Child”: The capitalized Ghilefers specifically to Jesus, son of God thetorea the
universe, yet born on earth fully human; juxtapasesges of the Jesus of heaven and the Jesustf ear
both divine and human. Jesus is the “go-betweeinitercessor between God and mankind.

2. “Street child, beat child”: There are people ehkildren and adults — without homes and famjllazing
on the streets, in the cold, beaten down by lé&'sumstances, “no place left to go.”

3. “Grown child, old child”: Even older people Wit lifetime of memories are children of God.

4. “Spared child, spoiled child”: There are peopi@rivilege and comfort, spared the strugglehaf $treets,
spoiled by all that they have, yet “wanting more.”

5. “Hope-for-peace-Child”: Jesus born on earth istupendous sign” from God that we can hope.
